1. The first significant outcome of the four-years Project A challenge of planetary civilization, 
agreed with UNESCO MTS 2014/21 and UN SDGs of Agenda 2030 is the consolidation of the 
UTC as Trans-disciplinary Centre of Research, Higher Education and International Cooperation 
within the University of Florence, in correspondence to the objective of Institutional Model and 

Transversal Management: the UTC has been transferred from previous Department of Science 
Education in the Institute of Higher Studies of the University of Florence (IUSSAF) with an 
independent site next to it; its location assumes an important strategic value for the innovation 
of the University of Florence’s system, as well as national and international’s one. The new site 

legitimates and allows: 
● Cross disciplinary fields and contents of the organization 
● Research and Higher Education into decisive contribute of sustainable development. 

2. The second outcome on a scientific level, starting from the complex science of education, is 

the additional adjustment, diffusion and transfer, of Focus & Trans-disciplinary Models of 
Human Development and Culture of Peace, strengthen in 15 years of UTC activity. They have 
been used and implemented for the process, realization and creation of the three interdependent 
Programs with different levels and areas of the 4-year Project: 

● Trans-disciplinary complex research 
● Earth Citizenship beyond Violence

3. The consolidation of the cross models, institutional and research and training, led to set up 
l’UtkLab/School (Workshop/School of Trans-disciplinary Knowledge for Sustainable 
Civilization of the UTC) structured in three Actions of the System:

● Documentation & Production 

Thereby the three Programs turned out to be in accordance with their respective objectives:

With the new project on global civilization and the new location within the IUSSAF, the UTC 

during the first two years 2017/2019 has refocused the relationship with its previous national and 

international partnership, aiming at qualifying in more projects, exchanges and meetings: the 

review and realignment of the national and international UTC network focused in particular on the 

2018 meetings, reported in section b) of the Report. To highlight for Latin America/Europe the 
exchanges through the European projects on diversity (reported in section a); moreover, in 

December 2020, Professor Paolo Orefice held a relation on “Paradigmi della conoscenza” 

(Paradigms of knowledge) organized for a study group of Nicaragua. For the sub-Saharan region 

the exchanges with REDES (Network for Ecovillages, for the preservation of ecosystems and 

cultural heritage, for abundance and Peace)) which supports the realization of the Ecovillages in 

the valley of the Senegal river and of the bordering Mauritania. This collaboration continued also 
in 2020. For Eastern Europe the meetings for exchanges and projects thanks to the participation of 

Meeting of European UNESCO Chairs (Bucharest, 1-2 November 2018) and at the Meeting of the 

Italian UNESCO Chairs (Group 1) at the UNESCO Regional Bureau for Science and Culture 

UNESCO (Venice, 14 February 2019). Special commitment of the UTC has been focused on the 

participation and strengthening of the Italian UNESCO Chairs Network, established by the Italian 
National Commission for UNESCO in 2017 in Rome: the UTC follows two of the three Groups for 

its specificity on intangible sustainable development (Group 1) and for its relationship with 

tangible development (Group 3). The first Group coordinated and hosted the first International 

Symposium on November 16 Human Rights and Sustainable Development, with contributions also 

from UNESCO and non-European Chairs, from Senegal, Morocco and Israel: the book created at 
the Florence University Press focuses on O. 3,4, 11 and 16. It opened the works, on behalf of the 

General Director Audrey Azulay, M. Paolo Fontani of the Brussels Bureau, followed by the 

General Secretary of the CNIU M. Enrico Vicenti. On December 14, 2018 at the CNIU The 

Chairholder Paolo Orefice was unanimously elected coordinator of the Group: his first initiative 

was the realization, together with the Unesco Bureau of Venice, was a meeting to present the 

programs and activities of the Group CUs and the Bureau for mutual collaboration, particularly in 
southern Europe and the Balkans. 

From the meeting it emerged the opportunity to strengthen the collaboration and participation of 

the three groups of Italian CU. The consolidation of the network of all the Italian CUs also driven 

by the CNIU which represents one of the main objectives, for a more significant presence of the 

CU in the debate and in the actions of sustainable development, human rights and intercultural 
dialogue in Italy. 

Collaboration of the UTC at national level continued. In fact, on October 9 th, 2020, Professor Paolo 

Orefice took part in a Seminar of Unesco Chair Italy, in collaboration with UNESCO Vice-

Director for Education Stefania Giannini. Furthermore, on may 29, 2020, Professor Maria Rita 

Mancaniello was involved in the conference “Re-Start in Green-Will change our model of 
development after the coronavirus? Territorial sustainability, cultural heritage and tourism”, in 

collaboration with UNESCO Club of Lucca.  

In addition, we mention the participation of the Chairholder at the Doctorate of Education at the 

University of Neuchatel, Switzerland, as a Member of the Examining Commission for the title of 

PhD (Sessions of the works: from October 19th 2017 to January 8th 2018).

An important role in the development of the three programs is the system of relations that the Chair has 

always had with the Unesco family, which is now entering the field in its activities. This is the maturity of 

relationships fed over the past ten years, also based on the nature of the UN-UNESCO agreement in the 

UNITWIN International Cooperation Program (From The Project 2017/2021 Synthesis).  

The relationship with UNESCO in Paris and in its offices and networks has become even more important 

during the four years Project for the contents and the breadth of its three Programs, directly connected 
with the problems of the renewal of science, planetary citizenship and sustainable development, for both 

human beings and nature. Therefore, relations with Unitwin and with the headquarters offices were aimed 

at gathering information and guidance on the documents and initiatives of the various UNESCO netw orks. 

The table below summarizes those mainly related to the three programs: Global Citizenship Education 

(GCED), Global Education First Initiative (GEFI), UNESCO Associated Schools Network (ASPnet), 
Education for Sustainable Development (ESD). 

For this purpose, the visits of the Chairholder to UNESCO headquarter in Paris were fundamental: on 26 

April 2017 and 31 October 2017 with a delegation of Italian UNESCO Chairs on the 25th anniversary of 

the UNITWIN Program; to which must be added the visit of prof. Francesca Bianchi of the UTC Team, 

while visiting the Paris University. As well the Chairholder participation to the General Conference 
UNESCO (12-14 November 2019) in the Higher Education session, highlighted and supported the 

inclusion strategies within international exchanges based on UTC experience UTC and more generally of 

the University of Florence. 

Relations with the decentralized offices continue in Africa through the Network of Foundations and 

Research Institutions for the Promotion of a Culture of Peace in Africa (REFICA), of which the UTC is 

co-founder and coordinator of the COP.  
 

The Chairholder participation to the Forum in Angola (18-22 September 2019) has involved further UTC 

into REFICA Network with the Chairholder insertion in the executive committee Network and with the 

participation of the Network at the UTC’s UTK Lab/School. 

Must be added the collaboration with the UNESCO Regional Bureau for Science and Culture in Europe of 
Venice, with whom UTC has become promoter of exchanges and collaborations with the first UNESCO 

Italian Chairs Group, coordinated by the UTC Chairholder (Venice, 14 February 2019).  

The Liaison Office in Brussels and Representative to the EU Institutions attended the International 

Symposium of the Italian CU (in particular the first CUI Group) of the four OSS (3,4,11,16). 

The collaboration with other European’s CU has been achieved attending the International Conference in 
Bucharest organised by CU of Bucharest ( 1-2 November 2018) with Earth Citizenship paper and with the 

invitation of few CU (Lion e Spain) to the two international meetings on the 15 th  and 16th  November 

2018 at University of Florence.  

 

There is a continuous relationship with the Italian National Commission for UNESCO (CNIU) in the 

various fields and aspects that involve the UNESCO Chairs and the UTC Project, of which they give 
patronage to the most significant national and international meetings. In particular through the CU Group 

1 coordination work is carried out with CNIU, for the CUI Network reinforcement and for their presence 

in the Italian realities. 

With the UTC participation at 3WTC, described during this report and summarised in paragraph f) Other, 

the UNESCO’s involvement operation has been systematic and constant, with good results for; 
● Visibility of the International UNESCO family 

● Dissemination, research exchanges and education of the OSS of the Agenda 2030 

● UNESCO’s global priorities, in particular the global Alliance for the future education, during the 

Covid pandemic.

1. The 3WTC for UTC 

The final result of the four-years UTC work of planning the “Open House/Lab of the Transdisciplinary 

knowledge for the Sustainable Planetary Civilisation”, as Follow Up of the UtkLab/School to be fulfilled 

in 2021-2025, has found in the pandemic explosion, the circumstances and the opportunity to channel the 
goal and its impact on an international scale through the invitation made to the Chairholder to attend the 

scientific organisation of the virtual version of the Third Transdisciplinary Global Congress from the 30 th 

October 2020 to the end of September 2021, in preparation for its continuation face-to-face in Mexico 

City from the 2nd  to the 6th  November 2021. As result, UTC has become one of the four International 

Committees, which are organising the 3WTCv (CIRET, Paris; INAH/ENAH, Mexico City; CETRANS, 
Vitoria, Brazil; UTC, Florence).  

 

The current experience of 3WTCv has become fundamental in the last year (2020/2021) and also for the 

first two years (2021/2022) of the new four-years Project involving all the actions of UTC:  through the 

3WTC, UTC is carrying out the final stage of the dissemination, impact and transfer of its research 
experience, advanced training and international cooperation as well as its Focus & Transdisciplinary 

Models of Human Development and Culture of Peace for the OSS of the Agenda 2030; at the same time, it 

is investing on its broad and in depth contribution in countries and regions of the world, to the sustainable 

development in times of pandemic, through the Congress developments in 2022 and following years, 

hoping in a greater involvement of the UNESCO Headquarter of Paris and the UNESCO family in the 

world, as stated earlier in paragraph e).

The Transdisciplinarity has a long history already  

Jean Piaget coined the word itself in 1970, but the meaning has been clarified in 1985, when Basarab 

Nicolescu enhanced the pillars of transdisciplinarity. In 1987 the International Centre of Research and 
Transdisciplinary Study (CIRET) was founded in Paris.  The First World Congress of Transdisciplinary 

took place in 1994, in the Convent of Arrábida, in Portugal, from the 2nd to the 7th November. The 
Congress participants committed the Charter of Transdisciplinarity which is already signed by hundreds’ 

transdisciplinary researches around the world. In 2005, the Second World Congress of 

Transdisciplinary took place in Vitoria / Vila Velha, Brazil. In both Congresses and also in other 

meetings and national and international events UNESCO gave its support and interest. The last one is the 

International Congress ATLAS 2018: Being Transdisciplinary, organised by the University of Babes-
Bolyai, Cluj-Napoca, Romania. Many transdisciplinary applications have been implemented around the 

world, for example, in education, research and higher education, health, arts, sustainable development 

and in the dialogue between disciplines, science and religion. There are programs in Transdisciplinary 

Doctorate in many universities. Currently, it can be said that the International Movement of 

Transdisciplinarity has reached its maturity and new roads of research have opened up 
 
The goal of the 3rd World Congress of Transdisciplinarity in Mexico City, in November 2021 is to bring 

together the greatest participant number coming from various national and international institutes, with 

the aim of studying the latest theoretical and practical developments in transdisciplinarity and propose 

new theoretical models, experiences and actions for embracing the extraordinary 21st century’s 

‘challenges: sustainable growth, planetary education, transhumanism, artificial intelligence, destructive 
technologies, health, poverty, biodiversity destruction, climate change, wars, violence and a series of 

other problems which afflict humans and all living being of our planet. 

 

3. THE ITALIAN UTC COMMITTEE CONTRIBUTION IN 3WTCv    

The UNESCO Transdisciplinary Chair of the University of Florence for the participation to the 3WTCv is 

represented in the Committee UTC-Italia, chaired by Chairholder and composed by Professors of the

On a scientific level UTC, in the organised six weeks programme, embraced and shared with the 

conferences moderators and speakers, round tables and symposia, the transdisciplinary approach for levels 

and fields of knowledge and reality.   

The trans-disciplinary overlook goes over the disciplines, not for diminish the importance of it but for 
enhancing it: these aroused and historically succeeded and enriched as containers of “discipline 

knowledge”, in other words, organised and regulated by scientific research in its broader meaning to 

discover, know and interpret reality and to support human beings and their societies to be fulfilled with it, 

to give meaning to their life, nourish it and preserve it in their own cultures. In that process of scientific 

codification the disciplines, in the last centuries, reached such as advanced specialization process  to take 
on hierarchical structures and separated of knowledge, to loose the relationship with the overall 

surrounding reality and to nourish in societies unsustainable development processes that, as we know, they 

have undermined the modern industrial society and they postulate a new, more advanced balance in the 

relationship between knowledge and reality. The innovative value of transdisciplinary epistemology of the 

disciplines finds evidence into the upheaval of the discipline-reality relationship: this, looking beyond 

closed disciplines, revalue the complexity of reality and take off again from complexity of real problems of 
people, society and cultures, to recreate “Networks of Disciplinary knowledge” able to reconnect, not only 

inter-disciplinary among themselves, but in their ability to adhere to the reality’s interfaces, in its micro 

and macro articulations, in order to know, interpret and act together in the solution of the complex 

problems of reality. The emblematic case of our time is the unsustainability of its separate knowledge; 

unable to answer the local and global challenge of the sustainable development at different levels and 
fields of knowledge and reality, as well as the global experience of COVID-19, is teaching us through the 

UTC at the global mourning of human kind. In this scenery UTC has set up weekly activities on WEB 

according to levels of knowledge in relation to fields of reality, adopting Focus & Models of the scientific 

over ten-years experience of its Chairholder.
